	About the person, (or people) you will be supporting:
	As part of our enablement team you'll be supporting people with a learning disability to live life to the max, promoting their independence and helping them make the most of what the community offers.  You'll be supporting people to get up, get out and get connected. We'll match you with a few people we support who share your interests - and you'll support them one to one to get stuck into life. You'll be paid for your travel time between supporting people, get full training and be part of a great team.

	Your role as a Support Worker:
	One of our team said, “the best thing about our work is you have the power to make someone else’s day” that is so true.  If we see the people we support as our equal, treat each other with respect, and see possibilities, our support workers can have a huge impact on people’s lives – supporting people to be independent, to be in control of their own lives and make their mark on the world.  We support people with whatever it takes to help them live their life.

	Working Hours:
	Up to 39 hours per week (including evenings, weekends, and bank holidays) Sleep-In support paid separately.




	Responsibilities and Duties of the Job

	Day to day support:
	
· Follow individual support plans, ensuring that the support provided meets the personal goals and aspirations of those you support.
· Provide practical support, including personal care, support with cooking, cleaning and all the things that make up life! Ensuring that the dignity and preferences of the person supported are respected.
· Maintain accurate records, ensuring proper documentation of support is provided.
· Support people to manage their medication and support them in making informed decisions about their health.
· Follow safeguarding procedures to maintain the safety and well-being of the people supported. 
· Focus on people’s strengths and abilities celebrating what people can do - supporting them with things they find difficult.
· Live our values with people we support, their families and colleagues, being open, honest, thoughtful and kind.
· We support people to live life, so any other reasonable duties to support people in life may be expected.



	Supporting Citizenship:
	
· Support people to get stuck into life, helping them build positive relationships with their neighbours, peers, and their neighbourhood.
· Encourage the development of friendships, maintain and build family relationships and support people to find and experience love.
· Support people to find, or follow, their purpose in life.  Looking for opportunities for people to make their mark on the world through work or volunteering.
· Support people to maintain and develop financial independence, supporting them to budget and control their money.
· Support people to be as in control of their life as possible, support people to be free, and live the life they choose.
· Support people to live in their home, making sure they experience living life – not living in a service.
· Make sure people are experiencing support that does things with people not to them.
· Respect (and explore) people’s cultural, spiritual, and personal identity.


	Teamwork:
	
· Communicate with your teammates, sharing ideas, concerns and day to day information.
· Attend team meetings and contribute to the development of shared solutions, reviews of support plans etc.
· Speak up to your manager if you have any concerns, big or small.
· We do not use agency staff so you may occasionally be required to support other people supported by New Prospects.


	
Personal and Professional Development:
	· Take part in training and development opportunities to enhance your skills and knowledge relevant to supporting people with learning disabilities.
· Attend staff meetings, supervision, and performance reviews as part of your professional growth and contribution to the team.
· Take advantage of opportunities to share your ideas about the organisation through surveys, planning days and conferences.
